4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES
Allington Hill main gate post – TMH Fencing has looked at this – both gate posts need sorting out and he will undertake this.  The single gate at the other end of the field also needs looking at.  Clerk to ask TMH.
5.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Sink hole by garages – ongoing – ask Magna what the latest is on this as it has not been sorted out properly as yet.
Co-Housing development- member of public asked if the build will involve any S106.  As far as parish Council aware there was no S106 put on the site.

There are 3 areas where drains have sunk (think it is when Wessex Water did work to the drains) – end of Mount Pleasant, also one outside 68/70 North Allington and another just before Fulbrooks Lane junction.  Surface is dropping down.  Clerk to inform Highways.

Bus can’t always part at bus stop near Allington Gardens due to cars parking on road.  As there are no yellow lines, cars are therefore parking legally so nothing the Parish Council can do.  We have approached Council before regarding parking in this area but they refuse to do anything about it.
