They also stated that this situation had been discussed in public by a member of the council which they were upset and angry about as they state is is simply not true that they are parking illegally as well as being upset that their name had been brought negatively into this situation.  Chair explained that is was himself who had discussed it and he apologised for his actions and any upset caused.  Chair went on to explain that the bench location had been discussed with Magna and Magna had wanted it sited elsewhere to our original idea – therefore it was sited oppose (where it now is) with Magna’s agreement.  Council discussed this further to clarify what else they could do to support this resident as it was noted that indeed this resident had paked in this area for many years.
